YAHOO GROUP – On the back of this newsletter are the directions to sign up for the Team Parent Yahoo 
Group.  This is the most effective way to receive information from the Region.  Any Parent or Volunteer in 
the Region may register with the Group.  If you have not yet signed up, please do so! 
 
PICTURE DAY – Picture Day is 9/27.  Flyers and directions for your parents as well as order forms went 
out last week.  If you did not get yours….someone picked up the wrong mail!!!  Email me for replacement 
forms.  Final Photo schedule is on the Yahoo site and in your mailbox today. 
 
PICNIC VOLUNTEERS – Final Schedule went out today.  Team Volunteers just need to check in at the 
Volunteer Check in booth to find out where their game booth is. 
 
ICE CREAM!  The partnership between AYSO & McDonald’s in LA & Orange Counties did not happen this 
year.  However, all HB McDonald’s locations will honor the same program…..All AYSO soccer players in 
uniform will receive a free ice cream cone on Saturdays.  Please be polite!  They don’t have to do this! 
 
YEARBOOK COLLAGES – Start working on your Team’s collage (if you want to, they’re not required).  
Each team is asked to submit a collage for the yearbook. The photos used should be in color and include 
everyone on the team.  No names, arrows, etc. which would identify individual players, though, due to 
safety concerns.  A flyer was in your team mailbox last week and is posted on the Yahoo Group. 
 
SPONSORS – For each Sponsor on a team, the team will receive $50 back.  More info is in the Region 
Handbook.  Turn in your paperwork now to get your sponsor into the yearbook as well as to get your 
Team their $50 party rebate.  Checks typically go out the end of Oct or early Nov.  I’ll keep you posted. 
 
SAFETY - If you have an injury on your team (at a game or practice), you need to contact the Safety 
Director (info/process listed in your Coach’s Handbook) and also your Division Coordinator.  The Region 
needs to be aware of all injuries – for both players and spectators.  First Aid kits with emergency numbers 
are located in the bins at each field on game days.  Familiarize yourself with their location. 
 
PETS – It is against California State law to have pets on school district property.  I spend more time on 
Saturdays sending home dogs than anything else.  Please tell your parents to leave their pets at home.  
 
MAILBOXES - Mailboxes are avail Mon-Fri at my house if you forget to pick up your mail on a Saturday.  
Come by anytime after 8:30am until dark (I have poor porch lighting).  They are on a table on the porch, 
no need to call ahead.  Newsletters are uploaded to the Yahoo Group as well as the website (AYSO55.org)  
under “Team Parents.”  There’s a map to my house on the last page of the Region Handbook.
